The artistic team of Stamping Silence is a combination of people with vast experience, and
young talent.

Thérese van Altena-Laurant has been actively involved in the International Dance Theatre
for the past 30 years. She began as a dancer, and subsequently as a ballet master,
choreographer and assistant to the artistic management. Thérese is also employed as a
guest teacher at the Dutch dance academies, as a choreographer at home and abroad and
as a jury member at various dance festivals worldwide.

Truus Tullemans was a teacher of classical ballet and a choreographer at the dance
academy in Arnhem for more than 30 years. She has worked as a dancer, ballet master,
repetiteur and choreographer for Introdans. Truus also directed youth theatre performances
and made choreographies for various festivals.

Iva LeSi, has been dancing with the International Dance Theatre for the past 10 years.
Besides her work as a dancer, lva makes choreographies and gives workshops. Stamping
in Silence was the first time she was part of the artistic team.

Joost Spijkers , one of the Ashton Brothers, also made an important contribution to this
performance. The Ashton Brothers offer a radical update of the classical variety act. In the
Stamping in Silence performance, Joost returns to the source where his love for theatre
once began: folkloristic dance.
